Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th February had been circulated and were taken



as read. There being no amendments they were accepted as a true record and signed



by the Chairman.

The Chairman reported that members of Green Gym had cleared the coastal 


foot-path through Quarr. A letter of thanks will be sent.



The Chairman reported that an item on the draft Localism Bill has been included in



the forthcoming Newsletter. One of the main issues covered is Planning with more



power being given at local level. This will directly affect the Village Design 


Statement which has been on hold pending the new Bill but will be restarted in



April. The Chairman appealed for residents to assist the Committee.



The Chairman reported that the Council has received IWC Report on Community



Governance and read out the section on Fishbourne. The PC has protected status



until May 2011. The Chairman has written to IWC for clarification and will report



at the April Meeting.

Cllr Reed reported that QHM, who assisted with the project of ‘Safety at Sea’ is



visiting the Parish on 30th March between 10 - 11 am at RVYC. All welcome



Trellex has been used by Wightlink to some effect against the ‘bang-bang’ noise 


from St. Faith reported last month.



The fence repair is due to be finished by the end of the week.



A new electronic sign should be installed next week, which should alleviate the use


of the tannoy.



Resurfacing of the slipway/entrances is being done at present. Cllr Reed will 



ensure that traffic control lines at the entrance are repainted.



In general the relationship between Wightlink and the Parish Council is very good.



Wightlink have given £100 towards the Royal Wedding party and are helping 


Quarr with the delivery of doors for the café.



It is proposed to pursue the question of erosion with the assistance of Natural 



England and other organisations with a view to restricting speed to 5 knots in the



channel.


1002    Cllr Ballard had nothing to report on drainage and traffic. The water mains in



Fishbourne Lane had been flushed through and it was thought the water pressure



had improved.

Cllr Cooper reported that the next meeting of IWALC is on 17th March but is



unable to attend. The Chairman agreed to deputise. A question relating to grit-bins



has been placed on the new IWALC Forum. A reply was agreed regarding the



precept increase.

PC Massey has been contacted about the speed sign in Fishbourne Lane and a reply


is awaited.

The Chairman on behalf of Kite Hill Residents reported that the fence across the


Creek has been partially repaired. It belongs to Lakeside. Mrs Harcourt reported 


that rubbish collects by the waterside in this area. 


On a positive note Lakeside have masked several of their outside lights reducing the 

problem for residents on Fishbourne side of the Creek

The Clerk reported that the VAT claim has been submitted for £323.70



Parish Councils must now register as employers with HMRC and Clerk’s salary


must be dealt with under the PAYE system from 6th April.



New website should be available at the end of next week for launching at the



Chairman’s Annual Meeting.



Footpath between Fishbourne Lane and Ashlake Copse Road has been repaired.



NatWest Island Games have not cashed cheque sent in December - a letter 



reminding them has been sent. If it is lost we will have to do a replacement.



The IWC will not support us in applying for the Oak Tree Green to be made a



Queen Elizabeth II Field site because it is a ‘traffic island’.



A report has been sent to IWC about the dead branches on said oak tree.



IWC Enforcement are dealing with the shed erected in the front garden of 54



Fishbourne Lane.



Dempsey’s have quoted £475 + VAT to move the Elenors Grove notice board.


The Clerk reported that the situation with National Westminster Bank continues to


be unsatisfactory after a year of trying to get statements and contact details 



dealt with efficiently. It was proposed that the Clerk should obtain details from



other banks and a decision taken to move the accounts. Proposed Cllr Warwick



seconded Cllr Johnson. A letter will then be sent to National Westminster Head



Office with our reasons for moving.



Would Councillors please submit expenses claims by 31st March.

The Chairman reported that he had again made contact with residents of Oaklands



Close. There had been no major problems since the new sign had been installed and



proposed that no further action need be taken. However, the parking problem 



continues and should be reported to PC Massey despite a letter from him saying



nothing could be done. Cllr Cowell will raise the matter with PC Massey

The Chairman reminded the Council of  the charitable donations given in 


November; £20 to IW Rural Community Council and £50 to NatWest Island Games.



We have requests from IW Music Festival, IW Playing Fields Association and



Citizens Advice Bureau. After discussion it was decided that any available funds



should be given to CAB but that the Council should ensure that it remains viable



before a donation is made. The Chairman asked Cllr Cooper to request that an



agenda item be included in IWALC’s meeting. When more information is 



available to review the matter again.

The 


agenda item had been placed before the Council as the Councillors believe that



a certain sum should be made available to the Chairman in each year.
