Each spoke for three minutes and received questions from the public. Mr Mick Lyons and Mr Tim Wakeley were unable to attend. Mr Wakeley had prepared an election address which the Chairman made available to those present.

PC Massey and PC Berry were in attendance and explained that there would be a heightened Police presence in the Lane over the Festival Weekend dealing with drugs being brought to the Island. He talked about the LAG and the burglary in Fishbourne Lane on 26th April. The Chairman raised the issue of the lorries in Ashlake Copse Road in the early hours of the morning. The problem of the persistent barking dog on the other side of the Creek was raised.
It was suggested by the Police that contact be made with Environmental Health.

He had attended the Royal Victoria Yacht Club Cele-


bration and it had been a great success. There is a vacancy for a Councillor. He asked


for copy for the June/July Newsletter.


The Chairman went on to confirm that the Council’s relationship with Wightlink 

continues to improve. The Information Board is still not in operation and the tannoy is 
being used.


Councillor Ballard said there was nothing to report on drainage.


With regard to traffic issues, Councillor Ballard confirmed that a meeting had been 
arranged with IWC to discuss the traffic signals at Fishbourne Lane junction. There 
was some discussion about other traffic problems.


Councillor Cooper reported on IWALC. The AGM is to be held next week. As Cllr


Johnson has vacated the position, it is necessary to appoint a deputy representative.
He circulated information about the Community Right to Build.


There were no Reports from Residents Groups & Associations but it was noted that 
a representative for Kite Hill is needed to replace Cllr Johnson. It was agreed that this
would be included in the Newsletter.
The Clerk reported NALC had provided a 
Legal Briefing relating to Code of Conduct of Councillors which was handed to all

After discussion it was decided 
that links on the web-site should be available to any businesses around and in the 
Parish but that anything which could be construed as advertising should be avoided in 
the Newsletter. Notwithstanding any acknowledgment of local businesses which may 
have supported local events.
