Cllr Cooper suggested 


investigating how other Parishes on the Island deal with similar problems. Cllr


Warwick suggested that a more structured reporting of near-misses should be put in


place to provide evidence to take to IWC.

Areas covered at 
present are The Boltons, Barge Lane, Ashlake Farm Lane and Firestone Glade. PCSO 

Berry will confirm details in writing.Fishbourne Lane and Elenors Grove need 
representatives.  PC Berry will confirm details in writing. PC Massey encouraged 
residents to keep property and cars secure against opportunist thieves.

Metal detectors have been used at Quarr which is illegal. Please be vigilant and report.


Smart Water is £5 to residents who are members of Neighbourhood Watch. The 


Police will hold a Crime Prevention Evening if asked.
