Public Questions:  Mrs Talbot reported that over the weekend of 3/4 September rubbish had been left  on and damage done to the beach/woodland beyond Don Young’s property. This is a SSSI and AONB. The Chairman had already reported incident to Joel Bateman (SSSI - IWC) and the Police. The Parish Council has no power to do anything and it is essential that similar incidents are reported to the Police. 
The Chairman reported that several residents witnessed a fracas in the pub car park in the early hours of Sunday (4th) morning - which may have involved drugs. The incident was also reported to the Police who are very interested but need evidence (ie car registration number).

Members Declaration of Interest: Cllr Ballard declared a professional interest in

Minutes of the Meetings held on 14th July, 26th July and 23rd August 2011 had 

been circulated and were taken as read. There being no amendments they were


accepted as a true record and signed by the Chairman. Proposed Cllr Warwick,


seconded Cllr Cowell.

1115
The Chairman reported that he had been approached by Morris Barton of E.Cowes


PC suggesting we join with them and Yarmouth PC to discuss the PFI and infra-


structure around the 3 ports. It was agreed; the Clerk to inform M. Barton.


M. Barton has also reported on new legislation relating to the Balanced Seas Project


and asked if we wish to be included in any joint discussions. It was agreed that the 


Council want to be involved. The Clerk would inform M. Barton


Nigel Talbot (Commodore RVYC) informed that Council that it has a representative 


on this Project. The Chairman indicated that the Council should consider also


working with RVYC. 


The Chairman is aware of a rumour regarding a third ferry port at Ryde Golf Course


and asked that any information be passed on to him.

The Chairman reported that he and Cllr Ballard had a meeting with Russell Kew of


Wightlink. Points raised were illuminated notice board not being switched off at 


night and the approaching ferry speeds. Mr Kew was not open to changing either.


The vacant café site was discussed. Mr Kew may be interested in converting it to a


meeting room.


The Chairman confirmed that there has been a huge reduction in night-time noise.

1117
Cllr Ballard reported with regard to drainage.


Work has started at Fishbourne Quay. We were concerned that the conditions of an


approved foul drainage system had not been completed. Cllr Ballard wrote to the


Planning Officer with copies to the Architect (Jonathan Manser), the owner (Johnny


Vincent), Environment Agency, Southern Water, Consumer Council for water and 


Ofwat. The replies by letter were :- 


  Planning Office said they would be guided by Southern Water.


  Southern Water said they were not a statutory consultee in the planning process.


    The decision was that of the local authority. The proposed development was 


     smaller than the original site. Developers have the right to connect to an


     existing sewer, albeit if there is an existing program.


  Consumer Council for Water copied a copy of Southern Water’s letter and closed


     their file.


  Ofwat said it was up to the planning authority to decide.
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1117
Cllr Ballard spoke to the Environment Agency. They advised that they had little 


control on the discharge of sewage into the Creek. We had hoped for further


communication, but none had been received. Cllr Ballard met with Jonathan Manser. 


He said that they had found getting information out of Southern Water difficult. He


also said that a mini treatment works discharging the clean but cloudy effluent into the


Creek would be a cheaper option for his client. The proposal was however to push a


smaller pipe through the existing pumping main pipe connecting to the main sewer near


the junction of the footpath from Fishbourne Lane with Ashlake Copse Road. He


suggested that it might be possible to increase the reservoir capacity at the existing 


pumping station in Fishbourne Quay and arrange that it only pumped up to the main 


sewer at times of low flow.


Cllr Ballard said that it was apparent that more sewage would be pumped into the main


sewer with a possible consequent increase in overflow into the Creek at Ashlake

Farm Lane. He suggested that we might give some consideration to sampling the water


in the Creek. Nigel Talbot asked that this be done jointly with RVYC. Cllr Ballard 

would make enquiries. Agenda Item October.

1118
Cllr Cooper reported that he had attended an IWALC meeting in July. The accounts


show a balance of £24,000 which will cover the training for this year. Work


continues on the consultation protocol with Isle of Wight Council. Meetings now take


place at the Riverside Centre. There is another meeting next week.

Cllr Cowell reported on the last LAG Meeting. 14% of the recent crime figures were

attributable to Fishbourne. PC Massey has used the influence of LAG to escalate the


problems with the traffic lights. Cllr Cowell asked that any incidents witnessed should


be reported to the Council. 


The Chairman read out a letter received from Cllr Edward Giles of IWC

maintaining its view that the lights are satisfactory.

            Cllr Cowell reported on the public forum with the Police last week. The Police will 

change the way they operate in future. Police stations will close and contact points 


will be opened in stores, libraries etc. Operations will be streamlined to save money.

1120
IW Councillor Ivor Warlow reported that he attended the last full Council Meeting


which covered libraries and fire control relocation (which may be delayed until


February) All recent planning applications have been approved. He has attended 


Adult Services Review. He is pursuing an interest in the Waterside Pool via his


position as Ryde Town Councillor.


Cllr Cooper asked if the Head of the IW Fire Service is taking up the post of


Consultant at Surrey. Cllr Warlow did not know. 

A meeting is scheduled for 27th September between IWC and Police. Cllr Warlow


would be happy to ask questions on behalf of the PC.

Cllr Cooper asked about provision for travellers on the Island. Cllr Warlow was not


aware of any.

1121
There were no residents or groups reports.
1122
The Clerk reported that a meeting had been requested with the website designer to


take over more administration tasks which were not released initially. 


Andy Gill (Neighbourhood Watch) has been invited to speak at the Chairman’s 


Meeting (March) and Air Ambulance Service to send a speaker to the AGM. Still

awaiting replies from each. Mr Griffin had made an enquiry about postal votes at the


last meeting, the information had been obtained and sent on to him. Request for 


information relating to incidents at the traffic lights has been placed on the website.


Cllr Warwick left the meeting at 7.55pm

1123
Lindsay Karen Maggs was appointed Councillor by co-option. She completed the


Declaration of Acceptance which was witnessed by the Clerk. 

1124
The Chairman reported on the areas of the Parish covered by Neighbourhood Watch

representatives. There are five schemes in existence but several areas not covered.
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1124
They are Kite Hill, Quarr Lane, The Poplars, Fishbourne Lane and Oaklands Close.


The Councillors agreed that we should try to get more coverage and should use the


website, notice boards and next newsletter. The Clerk will email those contacts on


file.

1125
The Chairman reported regarding traffic issues in the Parish. Cllr Giles had replied

(see above) but had not responded to issues of residential parking and one or two other


smaller matters. The Chairman will reply and draw his attention to these items. Cllr

Cooper raised the issue of the 30 mph sign at the entrance to Fishbourne Lane.
1126
Flood Risk Maps used by insurance companies are inaccurate showing that our area


is at risk and some residents have been affected when arranging cover. It was thought 

that the Council couldn’t do anything but would refer to it in the next newsletter.

1127
The Chairman reported that he had met with Guy Osborne who had confirmed that

the tannoy is used at Gun Wharf. He had raised the use of the tannoy with Russell 


Kew in that its use has not diminished since the installation of the illuminated notice 


board. It was agreed that the issue should be pursued in the hope its use will be 


reduced over time.

1128    Discussion took place concerning Mr Cobb’s request for the release of correspondence


relating to provision of grit bins at two sites in the Parish. It was decided that the 


Clerk should respond to Mr Cobb positively . Cllr Warlow is pursuing the matter with


Peter Hayward of IWC in any event.

1129
After discussion it was decided that the sum of £50.00 should be donated to the IW


Musical Competition Festival. Proposed Cllr Reed, seconded Cllr Ballard

1130
Newport Parish Council have asked that Parish Councils mostly affected by the IW


Festival should join together to make representations concerning the proposed 


increase to 90,000 in 2012. After discussion it was decided that the Council did not 


wish to be involved.
