Apologies - Cllr Cooper, Captain and Mrs Pearson
1177
Members Declaration of Interest - None 

1178
Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th November had been circulated and were taken

 as read. There being no amendments they were accepted as a true record and 

signed by the Chairman. Proposed Cllr Ballard, seconded Cllr Cowell.
1179
The Chairman reported he and Cllr Ballard had had a meeting with IWC Cabinet member Cllr Edward Giles to discuss Residents’ Parking and the problem of people

parking for week long periods. A letter is awaited from Kevin Burton on receipt of which the matter will be taken further. (January Agenda)


The Chairman and Cllr Maggs had met with an elderly local resident who was looking for support. Although the Parish Council do not have the facilities to help, the Chairman had been in touch with the Priest of Holy Cross Church which can provide 


pastoral visits. The Chairman will liaise with Cllr Maggs so that this can be taken forward.


Clerk’s annual review has taken place.


Newsletter published in November and the next is due February. A resident has asked if prior notification can be given so that items can be included.


The Localism Bill has had the Royal Assent and will be on the Statute Books by April. There will be some impact on the Parish Council relating to planning matters and hopefully an outline of the salient points will be included in the next Newsletter.
1180
The Chairman reported that there has been a problem with the illuminated notice board at night. A discussion has taken place and Wightlink have agreed to use subdued lighting overnight. Wightlink requested the Council’s assistance to adjust floodlights being used at the Fishbourne Quay site which was causing problems with navigation. The Chairman had visited the site that morning when the work-force had been happy to direct the lighting away from the ferry approaches.
1181
Cllr Ballard confirmed there were no developments with regard to drainage and had nothing to report.

1182
Traffic - Cllr Ballard reported that at the above meeting with Cllr Giles he raised the

matter of the missing speed activated sign in Fishbourne Lane and asked if this would be dealt with under the PFI. Cllr Giles had confirmed that this had been recorded as ‘a missing sign’ for the purposes of the PFI and would therefore remain as such and would not be replaced. It is Cllr Ballard’s understanding that the PFI should repair damaged or inadequate signs from ‘hedge to hedge’ and as such the missing sign should be replaced. He proposed that a letter should be sent to Stuart Love of IWC and get the speed reactive sign included in the list of works for the PFI.

Cllr Cowell reported on the last LAG meeting from the minutes. He reported that there had been 152 incidents in the Binstead/Fishbourne/Wootton area over the past 3 to 4 months. Most of these had been drug related around the time of the Bestival.

There have been very few major incidents in the area. An arson attack in Wellwood Glade at Binstead and a burglary in Fishbourne. 


The traffic lights issue is going to be dropped now as it is thought the matter has been taken as far as it can. The Police are to concentrate on high visibility on roads to deal with speeding problems and also parking around schools.

Cllr Warlow did not attend but provided a written report which is attached to these


Minutes and marked Schedule B.

Mr Richard Carpenter reported that the house in The Boltons owned by the Anglian Church is now empty and if arrangements prove satisfactory for the new Arch-Deacon it is likely that this property will be sold. 
1187
The Clerk reported that an approach had been made by a resident from Firestone Glade concerning grit/salt bins after he saw that Ventnor PC had purchased several bins. He had asked if we would look at this again for the Firestone Copse Rd/Kite Hill junction. The Clerk will approach Ventnor PC for more information and report back to the resident.

The resiting of the dog waste bins has not been entirely satisfactory. To overcome the problems the Clerk recommended that a further bin be purchased at a cost of £200 (plus £2 per visit charge by IWC) to reinstate the bin removed from the beach and that the relocation of the Quarr Lane bin further into the lane be costed. Proposed Cllr Warwick, seconded Cllr Maggs.

The notice board situated in the pub car park will be out of action until it has been painted.

The computer has been repaired, its better but not brilliant. It is likely a new pc will be need and allowance has been made in next year’s budget.


Jubilee Woods Project has been referred to Quarr and they will let us know if they decide to proceed with it.


Data Protection has been renewed. Councillors need to be aware that if they hold a data base of residents for purposes other than parish business they need to register themselves with the Information Commissioner. Fee is £35 fine is up to £5,000.


Neighbourhood Watch - we need to firm up those that have said they will take this on and look for the remaining four representatives. Clerk to contact those who have volunteered and a specific request for representatives to cover the remainder will be included in the next Newsletter.


The Clerk reported that the Localism Act includes Code of Conduct of Members which should be reviewed and

that advice has been received from NALC regarding retirement payments to Clerks which she will assess and report on at the next meeting. (January Agenda)
1188
Revised Standing Orders had been prepared by the Chairman and Cllr Warwick and had been circulated and were taken as read. There being no amendments they were approved and adopted. Proposed Cllr Maggs, seconded Cllr Ballard.

1189
The draft Budget had been circulated. The Chairman suggested that the sum of £1,000 be set aside for the celebration of the Queen’s Jubilee. The Clerk advised the Council of the IWC’s matched funding initiative of £1,879.00. If we are to apply we will need to add this sum into next year’s budget. (Agenda Item - January) 
1190
The Council agreed to change the February meeting from 9th to 16th to allow Cllr Ballard and the Clerk to attend a planning training course.
1191
The Council approved and accepted the Diary for 2012 - copy attached

1192
After discussion it was decided not to pursue any further charitable donations for the current financial year.
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1193
The Chairman informed the Council that the new landlord of The Fishbourne wished to fund through events the purchase of a new seat for the Oak Tree on the green. Cllr 


Ballard suggested that we should at some point look to formally adopt the green from the IWC. The Clerk will make an initial enquiry to IWC (Wendy Perrera) and report.

The decision was made to not get involved at this stage but pursue the matter of ownership of the Green in the meantime.

1194
Cllr Ballard provided the Council with background to the Core Strategy/ Neighbourhood Plan and the registration of areas with the IWC. The Neighbourhood Plans will form part of the Core Strategy of IWC and that the IWC have quite a big input and control of what is in a Neighbourhood Plan which will not be able to conflict with the Core Strategy. It has to be acceptable to IWC and to the Inspector. Eventually it will have to go to a referendum of local residents to be acceptable to the Parish. Once done it will be added to the IWC Core Strategy. There is still much that is not known or understood. N Plans are not forced to follow existing parish boundaries. The first stage is to get the ‘area’ defined. 


Estimates for preparing the Plans are between £17k and £60k although the basis for these costs is not known. IWC would be responsible for its own costs, the Inspector’s charges and referendum. Cllr Ballard believes that larger Town/Parish Councils are employing professionals whereas in the past our Council has used local expertise which has been free. Funds are still set aside for the Village Design Statement. Cllr Ballard recommended that the Council should quickly apply for our Parish to be a defined area and avoid joining with other Councils. If we joined with other Councils the scope would be larger and the need to employ professionals would be greater. Because we are the major port of the Island we have always defined ourselves as an entity. It is estimated that the procedure would take 2 years. (January Agenda) Clerk to apply to be an area.
1195
The Clerk advised the Council that a report had been received from NHS Clinical Commissioning Group which will be circulated to the Councillors.
1196
Planning - TCP/0661/X -The Shipyard, Ashlake Copse Road. 


Variation of condition 2 on P/00024/10 to allow relocation of proposed slipway and a revised pontoon layout. After discussion it was agreed that the Council would comment as follows :-


The Parish Council considers that there are two elements to this application. First, the realignment of the pontoon. The PC considers that this is outside its remit as much depends upon its impact upon Wootton Creek. Wootton Creek Fairways Association (WCFA) should decide if this pontoon intrudes upon or impedes access to the Fairway and the PC assumes that WCFA have already been officially notified by IWC. It should be noted that WCFA has a statutory duty laid upon it by the Queens Harbour Master (QHM) to ensure that the Fairway is clear for navigation. If WCFA has no objection to the position of the pontoon then the PC is not against this development. Secondly, the revised positioning of the slipway. The PC is of the opinion that the industrial units would be less effective without this repositioning of the slipway. However, it considers its positioning is not the most effective and if its orientation were changed east-west it would give better access to the industrial units and give more clearance to the immediate neighbour’s jetty. The PC is very concerned that none of the appropriate authorities ie WCFA, Natural England, QHM, Wootton Bridge PC or CPRE appear to have been consulted on this application and feel that if any of these organisations is unaware it should be readvertised.  Proposed Cllr Reed, seconded Cllr Ballard.
