Minutes of the Meetings held on 8th and 15th December had been circulated and 


were taken as read. There being no amendments the Chairman signed them as true


records.

The Chairman reported that the personal circumstances of the residents who had


asked for assistance had changed and the matter was now resolved. 


A letter would be sent to Stuart Love of IWC concerning the speed reactive sign in


Fishbourne Lane. 


No action had been taken despite instructing IWC to install/move dog waste bins.


Clerk to prompt.


Jubilee Woods Project has been passed to Quarr. If they decide to take this further


the Council will assist.


The Chairman reported that the Council is aware of a new Notice to Mariners 


which does not materially affect Wightlink operation. However it does clarify that

speed is measured as ‘speed through water’ not as previously assumed ‘speed over


land.


He had met the new Head Gardener at Quarr, Matt Noyce.


The next Newsletter is due at the end of February. The Chairman asked for 


contributions by the end of January.


A parishioner has asked if an email register can be set up by the Council to alert


residents to new planning applications as and when they are received. It was agreed


to raise this in the Newsletter and also through the web-site. Clerk to contact 


residents who have their email address registered.

Cllr Warlow of IWC reported that there will be a ‘State of the Island’ debate on


25th January, which has been called by the Independent Group.


The Core Strategy has been approved by the Inspector.


New waste management is due to start on 31st January.


Current IWC issues are budget setting, adult services, super-fast broadband,

and re-establishing a working directive with businesses about tourists and Tourist


Boards.

A new Clerk’s Manual had been ordered at a cost of £47 and received.

Notice Board in the pub car park has been repaired and painted. Mrs Riches would



like to install a flower trough, using the Million Bloom funds remaining in the

The Clerk also reported that the Council has been requested to make a contribution



to the community bus service for Havenstreet & Wootton Bridge. The Council



decided that it does not have enough information to make a decision. The Clerk 



will contact the Management Board for clarification.

The Chairman reported on the revised Budget and highlighted funds set aside for



the Queens Jubilee, the printing of the Neighbourhood Plan and a new office 



computer. Other items follow the previous year’s expenditure. The Council agreed

to adopt the budget for 2012/13 - copy attached and marked ‘B’ and to hold the



precept at 2011/12 figure of  £8638. The Clerk will request this from IWC.




Proposed Cllr Warwick, seconded Cllr Maggs.

The Chairman invited parishioner Mr Barry Dye of Firestone Glade to speak 


concerning the need for rock salt/grit at the junction of Firestone Copse Road and



Kite Hill. Mr Dye explained how dangerous this junction is in severe weather - it 


had taken him an hour and a half to get from Fishbourne Ferry Terminal to his 


home this time last year. The road/area was virtually impassable for vehicles and 



pedestrians alike. The Chairman explained that although the Parish Council is very



keen to help all the advice we have received makes it difficult for us to put 



anything into place. It was decided that the Clerk would contact our insurers for 


clarification, particularly if a bin was sited in a private garden for use by local 


residents. Cllr Warlow will obtain the view of IWC regarding local residents



salting the highway. The Clerk will also contact IWALC about taking legal advice 

from NALC concerning this. Agenda Item - February.

1215
The Chairman re-iterated his report on the meeting seven weeks ago with Cllr 


Edward Giles and Kevin Burton concerning residents’ parking. The Parish Council 


is still waiting for a promised letter outlining IWC’s proposals. The Clerk will 


contact K. Burton.

1216
The Chairman led discussions on celebrations for the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee.



A small provision of £250 has been included in the budget. Mr Hubert Smythe who



had successfully worked on a similar celebration for the Royal Wedding in 2011



was at the meeting and the Chairman assured him of Council support for the



event in June and suggested a small committee be formed to assist him. Cllr



Cowell would represent the Council. An approach would be made to RVYC with a 

view to making the event a joint enterprise. Any excess funds would be placed 


towards community projects rather than given to a charity has had happened in the 

past. It is likely that Monday 4th June would be the chosen date. Mr Smythe asked


the Council for support in obtaining permission for road closure should this be



thought necessary.

The Chairman reported that he had received confirmation from Wootton Creek



Fairways Association that it had agreed to appoint a member of FPC to its 


Committee.  Cllr Ballard agreed to take the post. The Chairman would confirm.

1218
Cllr Ballard reported that much clarification was still needed with regard to the 


Neighbourhood Plan. It is believed that we can achieve this economically as 



required expertise would be donated as with the Parish Plan and only printing costs



would be incurred. It was agreed to make a start on the Neighbourhood Plan and a



committee would be formed to facilitate this. A request for members would be put



in the Newsletter.
