Full details of the 4th June Diamond Jubilee Party on the Oak Tree Green, jointly


hosted by RVYC will be included in the May Newsletter. There is a small 

committee set up to manage this event. In addition a new seat is to be installed

around the oak tree and this will also be managed by the same committee.

The Council considered a request from Quarr Abbey for funding. After discussion


it was resolved that the Council was not in a position to help financially, especially


as the precept for 2012/13 has been frozen. Proposed Cllr Ballard seconded Cllr


Warwick.

Cllr Ballard informed the meeting that in January an application was made to the IWC for Fishbourne Parish to be recognised as a Neighbourhood Area. In response the IWC is strongly recommending we follow the Ryde AAP in which Fishbourne already figures. By following this route there would be far less work to do. IWC confirmed that there would be a ‘chapter’ for Fishbourne built into the AAP. The Fishbourne ferry terminal will be included in the Ryde AAP in any event and the

IWC are very keen, and likely to be far more supportive, if the Council adopt this route rather than do a separate Neighbourhood Plan. It is necessary to bear in mind that the N.P. will have to be approved by the IWC and the Inspector before it is accepted. Developing a Neighbourhood Plan within an already established AAP is likely to be difficult. A meeting is being sought with IWC to obtain more information about the options. A committee is in the process of being created and a decision as to the Ryde AAP/Fishbourne Neighbourhood Plan will be taken after all necessary information has been obtained and full discussions have taken place.
