The Council considered the application TCP/26296/B - demolition of garage and 

shed, proposed detached garage/car port with storage area within roof space; 


alterations to vehicular/pedestrian access; new boundary wall; single storey side 

and front elevations to enlarge dining room and bathroom


After discussion the Council resolved to comment as follows :-



 The Parish Council has no objection to the alterations to the house or to



the moving of the garage but there are questions as to the construction of the 
boundary wall in a road (Ashlake Copse Road) where there are no other 
properties with a boundary wall.  The Parish Council questions 



whether the proposed boundary wall fits in with the Parish Plan 
(Aim/Objective 5) in retaining a ‘green and leafy’ character within the



Parish and in Ashlake Copse Road in particular. If permission for the wall is 
granted it needs to be a condition that the storm water drain over which it 


may be located is maintained and improved during the works. This storm 
water drain is an essential outfall from the storm water drain in Fishbourne 
Lane and as such the Parish Council would like to see this issue referred to



the Highways Dept.’
