2. IWALC report on the last meeting had been circulated and is attached to these

    Minutes. There is another meeting next week relating to budget setting. No-one 

    was available to attend. 

    Information had been received from other Councils relating to bus shelters but 

    nothing was decided.

3. WCFA - meeting last night. There is an issue with houseboats on the opposite

    side of the Creek applying for Lawful Development Certificates. Although this

    does not affect this Parish, there are houseboats on this side of the Creek and the

    Council should be aware that similar applications might appear.

4. RESIDENTS ASSOCIATIONS. It was confirmed that the hedges in Ashlake

    Farm Lane have been cut back to facilitate better visibility on accessing Kite Hill.

5. CLERK’S REPORT - The new Localism Act does not carry an automatic 
      dispensation for Councillors to be involved in precept setting. It will be necessary  for separate dispensations to be issued and standing orders amended. January
